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Math and Math Workshop


First grade is starting the year developing a growth mindset; establishing routines and procedures for math workshop.  Then, we will begin mathematics unit Topic 2 called Fluently Add and Subtract Within 10, from the Envisions Math 2.0 Curriculum.  Students will use strategies to develop fluency for adding and subtracting within 10 by counting on and counting back; using doubles and near doubles; adding with 5; adding to 10; adding in any order; and thinking addition to subtract.  





Writer’s Workshop


This is the time of day that we become authors and illustrators.  Children will be encouraged to write sentences to describe their classmates by the use of sharing All About Me bags. Students will learn to use a circle map to brainstorm ideas before they write sentences. We will also begin writing personal narratives.








Literacy


We will begin Shared Reading lessons and Interactive Read Aloud lessons.  With these lessons, students will learn valuable reading skills with the use of poems, fiction stories, and nonfiction stories.  As we read these stories, we will work on many comprehension strategies, such as visualizing, clarifying, asking questions, making connections, predicting, and summarizing.  At the beginning of first grade, we will focus on sight words, blending, and segmenting words.  We will also begin reviewing the sounds of every letter of the alphabet. Students will also begin to build their stamina for independent reading through our workshop time. This time allows students to read to themselves and/or read with a partner, while teachers work with groups of students on their specific needs.
