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Literacy


As part of our Balanced Literacy Program, we have the students to read to themselves, read with a partner, work on writing, work on vocabulary, and spelling/word work, while teachers work with groups of students on their specific needs.   


We will begin to focus on reading nonfiction.  The major standards ask students to retell the main idea, ask and answer questions about the text, make connections within a text or between two texts, and using strategies to better understand unknown words. 








Writing


Students will continue to practice developing their writing skills using details, capital letters, and correct punctuation.  





We will begin creating ‘All About’ non-fiction, informative books in which the students will write an opening, 3 facts, and a closing about a particular topic. 








Math


We will begin mathematics unit called Solve Addition and Subtraction Problems to 10, from the Envisions Math 2.0 Curriculum.  This unit is an introduction to mathematical ideas such as counting, using addition and subtraction within 20 to solve word problems, understand and use fact family knowledge (3+4=7 so 4+3=7). Throughout the unit, students will engage in many of the 8 mathematical practices. They are asked to share their reasoning and explanations in an accurate way that makes sense to them.








Social Studies    


In Social Studies, we will understand that history tells a story of how people and events changed society over time. We will learn the importance of folklore and celebrations and their impact on local communities; and explain why national holidays are celebrated. 


The character trait this month is: Honesty.
